They
have a higher circulation than the dailies. Sunday papers in Great Britain are such
«quality» papers as «Observer», «Sunday Times», «Sunday Telegraph» and such
«populary papers as: «News of the World», «Sunday Express», «Sunday Mirror», «Mail
on Sunday».

As far as broadcasting and telecasting are concerned there are two radio and TV stations.
The first one — well-known BBC — British Broadcasting Corporation, and the second
— IBA — Independent Broadcasting Authorities.

The newspapers in Britain are proud of the fact that they are different from each other
— each tries to have a definite profile.
